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Charles Babbage

Born: 26 December 1791 in London, England
Died: 18 October 1871 in London, England
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Although born in London, Babbage came from an old Totnes family, and retained close links with the region all his life. Since his father was fairly wealthy, he could afford to have Babbage educated at private schools. After the school at Alphington he was sent to an academy at Forty Hill, Enfield, Middlesex where his education properly began. He began to show a passion for mathematics but a dislike for the classics. On leaving the academy he continued to study at home, having an Oxford tutor to bring him up to university level. He went up to Trinity College, Cambridge in 1810 and with some friends effected the crucial introduction of the Leibnitz notation for the calculus. He founded the Analytical Society with Herschel and Peacock in 1820.

Babbage's greatest achievement was his detailed plans for Calculating Engines, both the table-making Difference Engines and the far more ambitious Analytical Engines, which were flexible and powerful, punched-card controlled general purpose calculators, embodying many features which later reappeared in the modern stored program computer. These features included: punched card control; separate store and mill; a set of internal registers (the table axes); fast multiplier/divider; a range of peripherals; even array processing. He began to construct a small difference engine in 1819 and had completed it by 1822. For this development, he received a gold medal from the Astronomical Society in 1823. With the financial support of government, he started to work on a large difference engine able to compute logarithmic and trigonometric tables; but the expenses were getting out of hand and the work was stopped in 1842.

Besides the Calculating Engines Babbage has an extraordinary range of achievements to his credit: he wrote a consumer guide to life assurance; pioneered lighthouse signalling; scattered technical ideas and inventions in magnificent profusion; developed mathematical codebreaking. He was also an important political economist.
